o The 2025-2026 meet resulted in record wagering on Red Shores racing in both 
Charlottetown and Summerside. 

o The total all-source wagering for the season was $10.27 million,  which was up 14.9% from 
last year and $929,000 more than the previous record in the 2023-2024 season.  There 
were three additional programs compared to last year.  The average wagering per 
program was up 11.8% and the average wagering per race was up 7.7% from last year.  

o The signature events this year performed extremely well. 'ÏÖÅÒÎÏÒȭÓ Plate at Summerside 
set another record with  $192k wagered versus $180k in 2024. 'ÏÖÅÒÎÏÒȭÓ Plate Week 
wagering jumped to $596k from $480k in 2024, a gain over 24%. This is the fourth  year in 
a row Red Shores set wagering records at Summerside.

    The Gold Cup and Saucer program handled $608k, the second highest handle ever. 
     This result was 22% higher than the $498k that was bet last year.

o The Island Home Market Area (HMA) wagering on Red Shores racing was up 5.8% for the 
year.

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üPurse pool contributions for 2026 will be $7M, an increase of $1.9M from 
2025. 

ü The overnight purse pool will account for 68% of the total PEIHRIA budget 
and 75% of the $2.542M provincial funding increase.

ü The overnight purse pool allocations will increase by 20% per race in 2026 
based on 1,400 races per year.

ü This is an increase of between $500-$1,500 per race total.
ü In 2026, the province will host 113 cards of racing and an estimated 1,400 

races.
